   We just finished another tax season and I have a 

few pointers for you.  This year I had about two 

dozen residents write checks for their tax bills where 

the written amount and the numerical amount of the 

check did not match.  It is an easy mistake to make.  

It would be very helpful to me if everyone wrote 

their phone number on their tax bill or their 

check.  In case of an error or a question, I would 

then have a contact phone number.  With everyone 

going to cell phones these days, it is extremely hard 

to locate a phone number. 
 

   As a reminder, postmarks are not accepted at the 

end of the winter tax season.   I have to have the 

delinquent tax roll sent to the Midland County 

treasurer the morning after taxes are due.  By law, I 

cannot accept taxes after the Feb. 28
th
 due date.  

Please allow at least 5 days for mail delivery. 
 

   Many times when we move, contacting the 

township treasurer to change your address is the last 

thing we think about and it results in many tax bills 

being returned for incorrect addresses.  Please 

contact the treasurer to request a change of 

address form to be sent to you.  This will help with 

return mail, trying to find accurate addresses and 

getting your tax bills to you in a timely manner.
